BARK OR LEAF RUBBING AT EMO COURT
NOTES FOR TEACHERS

Aims:

· Introduce children to the variety of textures in the natural environment

· The rubbings can be used in the classroom for art displays

You will need:

· Crayons

· Paper

· Clipboards

Instructions for bark rubbings:

1. Look out for trees with different textured bark as you walk the trail

2. Make a bark rubbing by placing the paper on the bark, then the long side of the crayon flat on the paper, then rub

3. Compare the textures

4. Name the tree

Instructions for leaf rubbings:

1. Please only use leaves which have fallen to the ground

2. Place the leaf on the clipboard, and put the paper on top – then make a rubbing in the same way as a bark rubbing. Make sure you rub over the whole leaf.

3. Compare the shapes and patterns made by the veins in the leaf

4. Name the tree that the leaf comes from

Safety Notes:

· Avoid trees with nettles nearby

· Wash hands before eating
