Coats of arms were first seen on the shields of knights during the 1100s. They were used as a way to help a knight’s followers recognise him on the battlefield.

Nowadays they are mostly decorative and are sold as souvenirs.

Most coats of arms show plants or animals called a charge.
There is usually a motto (words) in Latin at the bottom.

In the language of heraldry, the colours used are called tinctures. They include azure (blue), gules (red), or (gold), argent (silver or white), sable (black).
