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Materials:

1 shoebox for each child or 1 between two.
Red Squirrel pictures/Emo Court pictures
Crayons, markers or coloured pencils

Scissors

Glue

Tape

String

Coloured paper (tissue paper, crepe paper and sugar paper)
Preparation:

1. Children can draw their own pictures of red squirrels or

        colour in print outs.(clipart or colouring pages work well).

2. Each child can research the red squirrel to find out about their habitat in Emo Park. The type of trees they favour, other animals/insects that live in the habitat.

3. Collect pictures of Emo Court. The children could draw pictures of Emo Court if they wish.

Assembly instructions:
1. Make the inside of your shoebox look like Emo Park. Colour the inside of the shoe box or line with coloured paper and glue in place. 

2. Attach a picture or drawing of Emo Court to the back of the shoebox.

3. Make the diorama look three dimensional by adding construction paper trees, shrubs or bushes inside the shoebox.

4. Colour your red squirrels and cut them out. Glue the squirrels to the bottom or side of the box. 

5. Some squirrels can be hung with string from the top of the box, so they appear as if they are sitting in the trees.
6. Flora gathered from a visit to Emo Park can be added to the diorama if desired.
