First Extract

The arrival of Dr Rice to Emo

Section 1-p.4 beginning.. ‘When we arrived at Emo…..to last paragraph on p.4…on his face’. Leaving out the piece on Belgian refugees and all of that sentence!)
General introduction by teacher on keeping diaries, Ireland long ago, Emo etc.
Teacher reads to students and asks students to picture the character of the doctor.

Teacher hands out the diary excerpt and students and teachers read again.

1. Working in twos or threes, draw a picture of Dr Rice on an A4 Sheet. Put Dr Rice in the middle of the sheet and surround him with ideas we get about him from the extract (words, phrases, images etc).
2. Together compose a paragraph (8-10 sentences) describing Dr Rice.

3. If you were to include Dr Rice in a play on stage what would he look like? Explain your reasons.

4.  General Discussion: Is Dr Rice like doctors today? Give reasons for your answer.
5. Each member of the class chooses their favourite word from the extract and says why you choose this word? (Work in twos if you like).

6. Imagine you are Dr Rice telling one of his stories or are one of Dr Rice’s   patients or friends. Tell your story (oral or written).
